@ | Instead, we bow first when we meet someone, and so we can say bowing is
deeply ingrained in the daily lives of Japanese people.
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I believe placing an explicit focus on the purpose, setting, and situation for
each language activity through pre-activity activation and post-activity reflection
will effectively raise students' awareness.

I will use a smartphone shopping role-play activity as an example. After
assigning the roles of shopper and salesperson, I will have students write down
what their goal for the interaction is, e.g., buy a cheap flip phone, understand the
shopper's wants, etc. Next, I will have students share their ideas to help them
improve their goals and then move to what information or vocabulary may be
needed-after all, most people shop for a smartphone after doing some research
first. Finally, I will check what register each role should take: more formal for the
salesperson, and less so, yet polite, for the shopper.

Hopefully, with students' attention purposely directed towards these
qualities, they will be able to have a more realistic interaction. However, I will
also have students reflect on what they kept in mind during their conversation.
For example, if the student were the salesperson, they would think about
whether they adjusted their manner of speech to include more formal modes of

dialogue including modal verbs, such as "could" and "would."
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
