Even though I have climbed Mt. Fuji, not many people "know" about it.
Why is it the most respected mountain in Japan?
Why not take a break from the influx of tourists in the summer and slowly surrender to

history in the tranquility of winter?

Winter is it!

Old Fuji Sanpo
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Immerse yourself in history while looking at Winter Fuji

Winter is the season when the air is clear and Mt. Fuji can be seen at its most beautiful. If
you climb up to the 5th station, you will be overwhelmed by the beauty of Mt. Fuji covered
in snow up close. And above all, there are no people. This season is also unique to
immersing yourself in the feeling of having the majestic Mt. Fuji all to yourself.

The number of tourists in the entire prefecture drops by about half in February compared
to August, which is the high season. There is a strong image that "Mt. Fuji is something that
climbs to the top", and it is difficult to attract attention during the closing period. Taro
Takatsu, policy planning director of the prefectural Mt.Fuji Tourism Promotion Division,
says, "I want people to know the charm of Mt. Fuji, not just the summit."

Mt. Fuji was registered as a World Cultural Heritage Site in 2013 because it recognized its
two values: "an object of faith" and "a source of art". Therefore, the prefecture has
conducted a survey of four mountain trails, "Yoshidaguchi", "Funatsuguchi", "Shoujiguchi",
and "Yamanaka", which are called "ancient mountain trails", and is exploring their use for

tourism by unearthing new attractions.

Representative Director of Mount Fuji Trail Club

Yasuhiko Ota (from Fujiyoshida City. 19 years of experience as a Mt. Fuji climbing guide)

Q. Why did the "Fuji lecture" in which people believe in Mt. Fuji and climb the mountain

become popular in the Edo period?

A. The formal attire of the Fuji lecture is a white dress worn by the deceased. At that time,
in order to fulfill my sincere wishes, there was an idea of going to the "other world"

called Mt. Fuji, purifying myself and being reborn. Climbing Fuji was a major event of



faith for the people of that time. At the same time, it was also enjoyed as entertainment,
such as the journey from Edo to the foot of Mt. Fuji, accommodation in Oshimachi (now
Kamiyoshida, Fujiyoshida City), and a banquet to celebrate the safety of the mountain

climb.

[Advice]

Anyone can walk from Asama Shrine toUmagaeshi, but a full-fledged mountain road
continues from there. Up to the 5th station, even if you are at the beginner and intermediate
level in the summer, you will rise to the intermediate and advanced level in the winter due to
the severe cold and snow. Don't let your guard down. Please prepare for winter climbing and

climb.

The Yoshidaguchi Trail is a route steeped in history
From Kitaguchi Hongu Fuji Asama Shrine toUmagaeshi: Approximately 3 hours
From Umagaeshi to the 5th station: about 3 and a half hours

- Kitaguchi Hongu Fuji Sengen Shrine
The starting point of the Yoshidaguchi mountain trail. The golden main shrine enshrines the

goddess of Mt. Fuji, "Konohanasakuyahime".




+ Why are there no points?
There is no point in the torii gate "Mt. Fuji". There is a theory that he did not write it
because the dot represents a person and "it is fearful for a person to ride on Mt. Fuji, which

is a god."
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- Mysterious ritual, Yoshida Wombai tree pattern
Prior to the Mt. Fuji worship, a ceremony called "rebirth" was performed by passing through
the lava cave as if it were in the mother's womb. It was thought to remove the impurities of
the world and purify the mind and body. (Open to the public at the Womb Festival on April
29 every year)




- Take a breather, Nakano Chaya
A tea shop that has been in business for over 300 years. It has been renewed in 2025. In the

Edo period, it was very crowded with many climbers. Closed in winter.

+ The mountain trail is full of stone monuments!
The stone monuments that can be seen everywhere along the road are monuments to those

who have fulfilled their "great wishes" to climb Mt. Fuji 33 times.




+ There is no river, but the river of the three paths?

It has the meaning of "a bridge across the river of three paths" following the "other world" of
Mt. Fuji.

- It's finally time to climb the mountain, return to the horse
The origin of the place name is that the horse that came on turned back here. There was a
religious reason that they abhorred the entry of four-legged animals into the sacred

mountain, and a physical reason that the road actually became steep from here.




- Is Fuji's messenger a monkey?
In front of the torii gate, there are two monkeys that look like komainu. Mt. Fuji is said to

have appeared once every 60 years in the "Year of the Kanoesaru", and monkeys became

errand animals.

- Pray to Dainichi, Suzuhara Shrine (former site)
The first station. This was once a hall that enshrined Dainichi Nyorai. His nickname is
"Dainichi-san". Due to the deterioration of the building, plans are underway to restore the

former landscape.

- Everyone buys (?) There was a vajra staff
In the Edo period, there was a "Vajra Cane Sales Floor" at the second station. The mountain
service fee (climbing fee) paid to the master at the time of departure included the price of
the vajra staff (8 mon), and I received a cane. However, this cane was poor and my hands

hurt, so it was normal to buy a paid cane (80~100 mon).

+ I want to climb even if [ am banned, the woman in heaven
Until the Edo period, Mt. Fuji was forbidden to women. I still want to worship Mt. Fuji! The
"highest place" that women were allowed to climb is the women's heaven. The torii gate

does not exist.

- Do you like 8 for Mt. Fuji?
There are eight peaks at the top of Mt. Fuji, and at the foot of the mountain are Fuji Hakkai
(present-day Fuji Five Lakes, etc.) and Oshino Hakkai...... and "eight" is considered an

auspicious number.
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Prefectural government news

Regional revitalization
Established a council to realize sustainable regional logistics

On December 17 last year, the regional logistics council was established by the prefecture,
related municipalities, and logistics companies.

In recent years, due to the increase in courier services and the shortage of drivers,
traditional logistics services have become unsustainable, raising concerns about the serious
impact on residents' lives and the local economy. Especially in mountainous areas, there are
issues such as long delivery times and unprofitable due to the small amount of luggage, so
efforts are needed to maintain services over a wide area. For this reason, we established a
council in the southern and eastern regions of the gorge, which have many mountainous
areas.

At the council, relevant parties will work together to share the current situation and issues
while considering specific measures. At the inauguration ceremony, the Governor of
Nagasaki declared that he would "build a sustainable logistics infrastructure, protect the
living infrastructure of local residents, and contribute to the revitalization of the local

economy."




Population decline measures

Prefecture and IB]J sign agreement to raise awareness of life plans and support

marriage

IBJ Co., Ltd. (Shinjuku-ku, Tokyo), which provides a variety of services such as operating
marriage counseling centers, holding matchmaking events, and conducting life design
seminars, and the prefecture signed an agreement on life plan awareness and marriage
support on December 22 last year. The purpose of the program is to encourage young
people to take the initiative to design their future and to help them realize their desired
encounters and marriages, thereby promoting settlement and countermeasures against
population decline.

At the signing ceremony, the Governor of Nagasaki said, "I would like to further accelerate
support for young people looking forward to the present and 10 years into the future, and
aim to realize a Yamanashi that gives the people of the prefecture hope for the future.”

In the future, both parties will work to implement life plan formation courses for young
employees of companies in the prefecture, disseminate a positive image of marriage, and

create an environment that is easy to use marriage counseling centers.
